CLIFTONETTES NETBALL CLUB: IMPORTANT SENIOR LEAGUE INFORMATION

Nottinghamshire Netball Association Winter League matches are played at RUSHCLIFFE LEISURE CENTRE. TIMES LISTED ARE START TIMES. Arrival time needs to be at least 30 minutes prior to the start time. There are many details to sort out before the match commences i.e. getting changed if applicable, collection of match fees, cutting nails if not done, warm up, team organisation, administrative tasks for Captains/ Team Managers etc. 
The car park can be very busy and finding a parking space is not easy due to various other sporting events taking place on the site as well as people using the leisure centre facilities

Please also remember that as Christmas approaches, the volume of traffic increases and roads become busier especially in the afternoon. When Forest or County are playing at home, roads become congested in the locality. Road works cause delays and therefore YOU may be delayed. Captains, vice- captains, team managers and team members become concerned and agitated regarding the organisation of the team. This is not an ideal situation in preparation for the match. If you know that you may not be able to arrive 30 minutes before the start of your match, please inform your Captain or Team Manager.

Teamwork starts before the match. Work thoughtfully and considerately with all your team members; ease your Captain’s/Vice- captain’s/ Team Manager’s responsibilities; be helpful and supportive.

POSTPONEMENT OF MATCHES:- Matches may not be postponed by Clubs except for other netball commitments where at least 3 members of that squad are involved and with the Association’s permission (as outlined in the League Guidelines and Rules. Captains & Team Managers have copies). Permission may be given by the Association’s League Secretary to postpone a match for other reasons, but only in exceptional circumstances.

Any postponed matches MUST be played within 4 weeks of the original date. This usually means an evening match, date and time mutually agreed by the teams concerned.

CANCELLATION OF NNA LEAGUE MATCHES AT RUSHCLIFFE LEISURE CENTRE DUE TO ADVERSE WEATHER CONDITIONS. Please note the following:-
“ If you have a match and the weather conditions where you live suggest that the netball courts at Rushcliffe may be unplayable because of heavy rain/ flooding, lying snow or extremely thick fog, it is recommended that team Captains contact Rushcliffe Leisure Centre 0115 9234921 prior to leaving home to check on the state of the courts. You should be aware that Rushcliffe Leisure Centre employees will only advise you about the condition of the courts, they will not make a decision about your match. The Association suggests that if Rushcliffe confirms that the courts are in a very poor condition, the opposition's Secretary is contacted to discuss the situation. The League Secretary needs to be notified if a decision is made to postpone the match.

If teams arrive at Rushcliffe ready to play their matches and then find that the courts are very badly affected by the weather, it is the officiating umpires’ for the individual matches who will have to make a decision on the safety of the court’s surface and whether the match should be played. If matches are postponed the League Secretary must always be informed.”

NAILS and JEWELLERY:-Please ensure that nails are cut short BEFORE arriving for training and matches and that all jewellery is removed. For safety reasons please avoid bringing valuables to Rushcliffe Leisure Centre, especially for league matches since generally kit bags, etc. have to be left on the steps outside the court area & not behind the goal lines to give umpires and players room to move around the court areas in safety.
